Executive Order Cross-Reference for 

Facility Sustainability Directives
The President, as Chief Executive, has ultimate supervision over the various administrative agencies.  One way he exercises these  supervisory powers is through written directives known as Executive Orders.  The authority for these directives can come from a specific law,      or from the President’s Constitutional authority     as the head of the Executive Branch.  

The source of the authority for an Executive    Order (EO) is cited in its first paragraph.  For example, the legal authority for EO 13101, which deals with recycling and affirmative procurement,
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is the Solid Waste Disposal Act as amended by the 

Resource Conservation and Recovery Act  (RCRA).

Overview

Many executive orders (EOs) contain requirements that affect facilities and infrastructure.  This fact sheet is not an all-inclusive list of Executive Order requirements.  Rather, it summarizes the major EO-driven sustainability concerns for facilities and infrastructure, and directs the reader to the source documents for more information.

The “Greening the Government” EO series was begun by the Clinton administration to consolidate and update the environmental leadership requirements found in previous orders.   The remainder of this fact sheet lists these orders, identifies the previous directives that they superseded, provides an overview of their contents, and describes their key sustainability requirements for facilities and infrastructure.

EO 13101, Greening the Government through Waste Prevention, Recycling, and Federal Acquisition
This order was signed on September 14, 1998.  It superseded EO 12873 and 12995.   The intent of EO 13101 is to promote waste prevention and recycling in Federal agencies’ daily operations, and to improve the Federal Government’s use of recycled products and environmentally preferable products and services.  It states that the national policy is to prefer pollution prevention; that pollution that cannot be prevented should be recycled; pollution that cannot be prevented or recycled should be treated in an environmentally safe manner; and disposal should be employed only as a last resort  [Section 101].  EO 13101 also requires agencies, including DoD, to implement cost-effective procurement preference programs for the acquisition and use of environmentally preferable products and services [Section 102].  In the Air Force, these programs are known by the name “affirmative procurement.”

Facility project teams are supporting the recycling and affirmative procurement programs when they make design decisions that reduce construction and demolition debris sent to landfills; when they increase the purchase of recycled-content products; and when they specify products that are environmentally preferable for other reasons. 

Agency requirements under EO 13101 include:

When developing plans, drawings, work statements, specifications, or other product descriptions, agencies shall consider elimination of virgin material requirements; use of biobased products; use of recovered materials; reuse of product; life cycle cost; recyclability; use of environmentally preferable products; waste prevention, including toxicity reduction or elimination; and ultimate disposal.  [Section 401]
Agencies shall establish affirmative procurement programs for all EPA-designated guideline items purchased by their agency.  For newly designated items, agencies shall revise their internal programs within one year from the date EPA designated the new items.  [Section 402(b)]
Agencies shall ensure that their affirmative procurement programs require 100 percent of their purchases of products to meet or exceed the EPA guideline unless written justification is provided that a product is not available competitively within a reasonable time frame, does not meet appropriate performance standards, or is only available at an unreasonable price.  Written justification is not required for purchases below the micropurchase threshold ($2,000 for construction items and $2,500 for other items).  [Section 402(c)]
When developing, reviewing, or revising Federal and military specifications, product descriptions and standards, agencies shall consider recovered materials and any environmentally preferable purchasing criteria developed by EPA, and ensure the criteria are complied with in developing or revising standards. … [Section 501]
Agencies are encouraged to immediately test and evaluate the principles and concepts contained in EPA’s Guidance on the Acquisition of Environmentally Preferable Products and Services through pilot projects…[Section 503(b)]
Executive agencies shall use the principles and concepts in the EPA Guidance on Acquisition of Environmentally Preferable Products and Services, in addition to the lessons from the pilot projects, to the maximum extent practicable, in identifying and purchasing environmentally preferable products and services… [Section 503(c)]
The USDA shall issue a Biobased Products List.  Once the list has been published, agencies are encouraged to modify their affirmative procurement program to give consideration to those products.  [Section 504]
Each agency shall establish goals for solid waste prevention and recycling or a goal for solid waste diversion… [Section 601(a)].  (Note:  The Air Force has established a goal of 40% diversion of solid waste away from landfills by 2005; this includes construction and demolition debris.)

Contracts … awarded by executive agencies shall include provisions that obligate the contractor to comply with the requirements of this order within the scope of its operations.  [Section 701]
Requirements of EO 13101 do not apply to facilities and posts abroad except for purchases made in the United States for shipment overseas.  [Strategic Plan to Implement EO 13101, White House Task Force on Greening the Government Through Waste Prevention and Recycling, March 12, 1999]

EO 13123, Greening the Government through Efficient Energy Management 
This order was signed June 3, 1999.  It superseded EO 12902.  The intent of EO 13123 is to require the Federal Government to significantly improve its energy management in order to save taxpayer dollars and reduce emissions that contribute to air pollution and global climate change.  It calls on government agencies to promote energy efficiency, water conservation, and the use of renewable energy markets, and to help foster markets for emerging technologies.

Facility project teams are supporting efficient energy management when they make design decisions that reduce energy use, conserve water, and increase the use of renewable energy.   

EO 13123 sets goals for agencies as follows:
· Reduce its greenhouse gas emissions attributed to facility energy use by 30 percent by 2010 compared to such emission levels in 1990, through the use of life-cycle cost-effective measures

· Reduce energy consumption per gross square foot of facilities (excluding industrial and laboratory facilities), 30 percent by 2005 and 35 percent by 2010 relative to 1985, through the use of life-cycle cost-effective measures

· Reduce industrial and laboratory facility energy consumption per square foot, per unit of production, or per other unit as applicable, 20 percent by 2005 and 25 percent by 2010 relative to 1990, through the use of life-cycle cost-effective measures

· In support of the Million Solar Roofs program, install 2,000 solar energy systems at Federal facilities by the end of 2000, and 20,000 such systems by 2010

· Reduce the use of petroleum within Federal facilities through the use of life-cycle cost-effective measures such as switching to natural gas or renewable energy sources; by eliminating unnecessary fuel use; or by improving facility efficiency

· Reduce total source energy use and associated greenhouse gas and other air emissions as measured at the source (note:  EO 13123 defines “source energy” as  the energy that is used at a site and consumed in producing and delivering energy to a site)

· Reduce water consumption and associated energy use in facilities to meet the water conservation goals set by the Department of Energy, using Energy Savings Performance Contracting (ESPC) and other financing mechanisms where possible.

Part 4 of EO 13123 is titled “Promoting Federal Leadership in Energy Management.”  It includes many detailed requirements that affect facility projects and operations:

Agencies shall use life-cycle cost analysis in making decisions about their investments in products, services, construction, and other projects to lower the Government’s costs and reduce energy and water consumption.  Where appropriate, agencies shall consider the life-cycle costs of combinations of projects, particularly to encourage bundling of energy efficiency projects with renewable energy projects.  Agencies shall also retire inefficient equipment on an accelerated basis where replacement results in lower life-cycle costs.  [Section 401]
Agencies shall continue to conduct energy and water audits for approximately 10 percent of their facilities each year, either independently or through ESPC or utility energy-efficiency service contracts.  [Section 402]

Agencies shall use a variety of energy management strategies and tools, where life-cycle cost-effective, to meet the goals of this order….    

(a) Financing Mechanisms: Maximize the use of available alternative financing,  including ESPC and utility energy-efficiency service contracts, when life-cycle cost-effective….

(b) Energy Star( and other energy-efficient products:  

(1)  Where life-cycle cost effective, agencies shall select Energy Star products; for product groups where Energy Star labels are not yet available, select products that are in the upper 25 percent of energy efficiency as designated by FEMP.  

(2) GSA and DLA shall create clear catalogue listings that designate these products in print and electronic formats.

(3)  Agencies shall incorporate energy-efficient criteria consistent with Energy Star and other FEMP-designated energy efficiency levels into all guide specifications and project specifications developed for new construction and renovation, as well as into product specification language for all other purchasing procedures.

(c)  Energy Star Buildings:  Agencies shall strive to meet the Energy Star building criteria for energy performance and indoor environmental quality in their eligible facilities to the maximum extent practicable by the end of 2002.  Buildings that rank in the top 25 percent in energy efficiency relative to comparable commercial and Federal buildings will receive the Energy Star building label.  Agencies shall integrate this building rating tool into their general facility audits.

(d)  Sustainable Building Design:  Agencies shall apply the sustainable design principles developed by DoD and GSA in consultation with DOE and EPA, to the siting, design, and construction of new facilities.  Agencies shall optimize life-cycle costs, pollution, and other environmental and energy costs associated with the construction, life-cycle operation, and decommissioning of the facility.  Agencies shall consider using ESPC or utility energy-efficiency service contracts to aid them in constructing sustainably designed buildings.

(e)  Agencies entering into leases shall incorporate lease provisions that encourage energy and water efficiency wherever life-cycle cost effective….

(f)  Agencies shall explore efficiency opportunities in industrial facilities for steam systems, boiler operation, air compressor systems, industrial processe, and fuel switching, including cogeneration and other efficiency and renewable energy technologies.

(g)  Agencies shall implement district energy systems, and other highly efficient systems, in new construction or retrofit projects when life-cycle cost effective.  Agencies shall consider combined cooling, heat, and power when upgrading and assessing facility power needs and shall use combined cooling, heat, and power systems when life-cycle cost effective.  Agencies shall survey local natural resources to optimize use of available biomass, bioenergy, geothermal, or other naturally occurring energy sources.

(h)  Agencies shall use off-grid generation systems, including solar hot water, solar electric, solar outdoor lighting, small wind turbines, fuel cells, and other off-grid alternatives, where such systems are life-cycle cost effective and offer benefits including energy efficiency, pollution prevention, source energy reductions, avoided infrastructure costs, or expedited service.  [Section 403]

To advance the greenhouse gas and renewable energy goals of this order, and reduce source energy use, each agency shall strive to use electricity from clean, efficient, and renewable energy sources.

(a)  Agencies shall take advantage of competitive opportunities in the electricity and natural gas markets to reduce costs and enhance services.  Agencies are encouraged to aggregate demand across facilities or agencies to maximize their economic advantage.

(b)  When selecting electricity providers, agencies shall purchase electricity from sources that use high efficiency electric generating technologies when life-cycle cost-effective.  Agencies shall consider the greenhouse gas intensity of the source of the electricity and strive to minimize the greenhouse gas intensity of purchased electricity.

(c)  Each agency shall evaluate its current use of renewable energy and report in its annual report to the President.  Each agency should adopt policies and pursue projects that increase the use of such electricity. … Agencies may use savings from energy efficiency projects to pay additional incremental costs of electricity for renewable energy sources. …  [Section 404]

Each agency shall seek to improve the design, construction, and operation of its mobile equipment, and shall implement all life-cycle cost-effective energy efficiency measures that result in cost savings while improving mission performance.  To the extent that such measures are life-cycle cost effective, agencies shall consider enhanced use of alternative or renewable-based fuels.  [Section 405]

Agencies shall designate exemplary new and existing facilities with significant public access and exposure as showcase facilities to highlight energy or water efficiency and renewable energy improvements.  [Section 406]

This order applies to agency facilities in any State of the United States, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the U.S. Virgin Islands, the Northern Mariana Islands, and any other territory or possession over which the U.S. has jurisdiction.  Agencies with facilities outside of these areas are encouraged to make best efforts to comply with the goals of this order for those facilities….  [Section 603]

EO 13148, Greening the Government through Leadership in Environmental Management

This order was signed April 21, 2000.  It superseded EO 12843, 12856, 12969, section 1-4 of EO 12088, and the Executive Memorandum on Environmentally Beneficial Landscaping of April 26, 1994.  The intent of EO 13148 is to integrate environmental accountability into agency day-to-day decision making and long-term planning processes, across all agency missions, activities, and functions.

EO 13148 is the order that drives pollution prevention (P2) activities at DoD installations.  P2 provides the framework for environmentally preferable purchasing (EPP), in which we select products that are less damaging to the environment and to human health.   Facility project teams are supporting the P2 program and EPP when they make design decisions that reduce the use of hazardous materials and ozone depleting substances.   Part 2 (sections 201-207) of this order describes P2 goals, while Parts 4 and 5 detail the actions required to meet these goals; all facility project teams should consult their environmental flight P2 representative for implementation details.  Part 6 of the order deals with landscaping management practices.  

Agency requirements under Parts 2 and 6 of EO 13148 include:

Each agency shall develop and implement environmental management systems to support environmental leadership programs, policies, and procedures. … [Section 201]

Each agency shall establish and implement environmental compliance audit programs (note: in the Air Force, this is the ECAMP program), and policies that emphasize pollution prevention as a means to both achieve and maintain environmental compliance.  [Section 202]

Federal facilities shall be leaders and responsible members of their communities by informing the public and their workers of possible sources of pollution resulting from facility operations.  (note: this is accomplished through the Toxic Release Inventory, or TRI, hazardous material reporting process)  … Each agency shall advance the national policy that, whenever feasible and cost-effective, pollution should be prevented or reduced at the source. … [Section 203]

Through innovative pollution prevention, effective facility management, and sound acquisition and procurement practices, each agency shall reduce its reported TRI releases and off-site transfers of toxic chemicals for treatment and disposal by 10 percent annually, or by 40 percent overall by December 31, 2006.  [Section 204]

Through identification of proven substitutes and established facility management practices, including pollution prevention, each agency shall reduce its use of selected toxic chemicals, hazardous substances, and pollutants, or its generation of hazardous and radioactive waste types at its facilities by 50 percent by December 31, 2006. … [Section 205]

Each agency shall develop a plan to phase out the procurement of Class I ozone-depleting substances for all nonexcepted uses by December 31, 2010.  [Section 206]

Each agency shall strive to promote the sustainable management of Federal facility lands through the implementation of cost-effective, environmentally sound landscaping practices, and programs to reduce adverse impacts to the natural environment.  [Section 207]

Each agency with facilities shall establish a pilot program to apply life cycle assessment and environmental cost accounting principles.   To the maximum extent feasible and cost-effective, agencies shall apply those principles elsewhere in the agency to meet the goals and requirements of this order.  [Section 302]

Each agency shall incorporate the Guidance for Presidential Memorandum on Environmentally and Economically Beneficial Landscape Practices on Federal Landscaped Grounds (60 Fed. Reg. 40837) into landscaping programs, practices, and policies.  [Section 601] …  (Note: The memorandum and guidance are incorporated in the USAF Landscape Design Guide, on AFCEE’s web site at www.afcee.brooks.af.mil/dc/dcd/land/ldg/index.html.)  In implementing landscaping policies, each agency shall purchase environmentally preferable and recycled content products, including EPA-designated items such as compost and mulch, that contribute to environmentally and economically beneficial practices.  [Section 704]

This order applies to agency facilities in any State of the United States, the District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico, Guam, American Samoa, the U.S. Virgin Islands, the Northern Mariana Islands, and any other territory or possession over which the U.S. has jurisdiction.  Agencies with facilities outside of these areas are encouraged to make best efforts to comply with the goals of this order for those facilities….  [Section 902]
EO 13149, Greening the Government through Federal Fleet and Transportation Efficiency

This order was signed on April 21, 2000.  It superseded EO 13031.  The intent of EO 13149 is to ensure the Federal Government exercises leadership in the reduction of petroleum consumption through improvements in fleet fuel efficiency and the use of alternative fuel vehicles (AFVs) and alternative fuels.  Transportation energy conservation is an important component of an installation’s energy management program.  According to DOE, in 1995, 31.6% of Federal energy usage ($3.6 billion) went for facilities while 59.6% of energy used was in vehicles and equipment ($3.4 billion).   

Facility project teams are supporting the efficient use of transportation energy when they make design decisions that reduce the need for vehicle use, that support the installation’s AFV implementation plan, and that increase the use of alternative fuels.   

EO 13149 sets goals for agencies as follows:

Agencies shall reduce their entire vehicle fleet’s annual petroleum consumption by at least 20 percent by the end of FY 2005, compared with FY 1999 petroleum consumption levels.  [Section 201]

Agencies have numerous options to reduce petroleum use, including the use of alternative fuels; acquisition of vehicles with higher fuel economy, including hybrid vehicles; … and a decrease in vehicle miles traveled. …  Each agency shall fulfill the acquisition requirements for AFVs established by section 303 of the Energy Policy Act of 1992.   [Section 202]

This order applies to each agency operating 20 or more motor vehicles within the United States.  Military departments are covered under the auspices of the Department of Defense.  [Section 304]   Law enforcement, emergency, and DoD military tactical vehicles are exempted from the order’s requirements for fleet fuel efficiency and AFV acquisition.  [Section 506]

Other Executive Orders Related to Environmental Protection

DENIX contains a list of EOs pertaining to environment, safety and occupational health.  Here is a brief summary of other orders that contain environmental requirements pertaining to sustainable development.

EO 13186 of January 10, 2001:  Responsibilities of Federal Agencies To Protect Migratory Birds

Agencies will design migratory bird habitat and population conservation principles, measures, and practices, into agency plans and planning processes (natural resource, land management, and environmental quality planning.  [Section 3(c)]

Within budgetary limits and in harmony with agency missions, agencies shall restore and enhance the habitat of migratory birds; and prevent or abate the pollution or detrimental alteration of the environment for the benefit of migratory birds.  [Section 3(e)]

EO 13058 of August 9, 1997:  Protecting Federal Employees and the Public from Exposure to Tobacco Smoke in the Federal Workplace 

It is the policy of the executive branch to establish a smoke-free environment for Federal employees and members of the public visiting or using Federal facilities. The smoking of tobacco products is thus prohibited in all interior space owned, rented, or leased by the executive branch of the Federal Government, and in any outdoor areas under executive branch control in front of air intake ducts.   [Section 1]

The order does not apply in designated smoking areas that are enclosed and exhausted directly to the outside and away from air intake ducts, and are maintained under negative pressure (with respect to surrounding spaces) sufficient to contain tobacco smoke within the designated area.  The order does not extend to any residential accommodation for persons residing in a building owned, leased, or rented by the Federal Government.   [Section 2]

Executive Order 13006 of May 21, 1996: Locating Federal Facilities on Historic Properties in Our Nation's Central Cities 

This order reaffirms the commitment set forth in Executive Order No. 12072 to strengthen our Nation's cities by encouraging the location of Federal facilities in our central cities.  It also reaffirms the commitments set forth in the National Historic Preservation Act to provide leadership in the preservation of historic resources, and in the Public Buildings Cooperative Use Act of 1976 to acquire and utilize space in suitable buildings of historic, architectural, or cultural significance.  [Section 1]

To this end, the Federal Government shall utilize and maintain, wherever operationally appropriate and economically prudent, historic properties and districts, especially those located in our central business areas. Federal agencies shall give first consideration to historic properties within historic districts. If no such property is suitable, then Federal agencies shall consider other developed or undeveloped sites within historic districts. Federal agencies shall then consider historic properties outside of historic districts, if no suitable site within a district exists. Any rehabilitation or construction that is undertaken pursuant to this order must be architecturally compatible with the character of the surrounding historic district or properties.  [Section 2]

Executive Order 12114 of January 4, 1979:  Environmental Effects Abroad of Major Federal Actions

The purpose of this Executive Order is to enable responsible officials of Federal agencies having ultimate responsibility for Federal actions to be informed of pertinent environmental considerations and to take such considerations into account, along with other pertinent considerations of national policy, in making decisions regarding such actions.  This order furthers the purpose of the National Environmental Policy Act and the Marine Protection Research and Sanctuaries Act and the Deepwater Port Act consistent with the foreign policy and national security policy of the United States.  [Section 1]  

EO 12114 describes a range of Federal actions overseas, and defines the level of environmental documentation required for the different types of Federal actions.  [Sections 2-3 and 2-4]

Executive Order 12088 of October 13, 1978:  Federal Compliance with Pollution Control Standards  (as amended by Executive Order 12580 of Jan. 23, 1987 - Superfund Implementation)

This order makes the head of each Executive agency responsible for ensuring that all necessary actions are taken for the prevention, control, and abatement of environmental pollution with respect to Federal facilities and activities under the control of the agency.   The head of each Executive agency is responsible for compliance with applicable pollution control standards, including but not limited to, the Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA); Federal Water Pollution Control Act; Public Health Service Act, as amended by the Safe Drinking Water Act; Clean Air Act; Noise Control Act of 1972; Solid Waste Disposal Act; Radiation guidance pursuant to Section 274(h) of the Atomic Energy Act of 1954; Marine Protection, Research, and Sanctuaries Act of 1972; and the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA). "Applicable pollution control standards" means the same substantive, procedural, and other requirements that would apply to a private person.  [Section 1-1]
Executive Order 11990 of May 24, 1977:  Protection of Wetlands (as amended by EO 12608 of September 9, 1987 - Elimination of Unnecessary Executive Orders and Technical Amendments to Others)

Agencies shall avoid undertaking or providing assistance for new construction located in wetlands unless the head of the agency finds (1) that there is no practicable alternative to such construction, and (2) that the proposed action includes all practicable measures to minimize harm to wetlands which may result from such use.   In making this finding the head of the agency may take into account economic, environmental and other pertinent factors.   [Section 1]
In carrying out the activities described in Section 1 of this Order, each agency shall consider factors relevant to a proposal's effect on the survival and quality of the wetlands.   Among these factors are: (a) public health, safety, and welfare, including water supply, quality, recharge and discharge; pollution; flood and storm hazards; and sediment and erosion; (b) maintenance of natural systems, including conservation and long term productivity of existing flora and fauna, species and habitat diversity and stability, hydrologic utility, fish, wildlife, timber, and food and fiber resources; and (c) other uses of wetlands in the public interest, including recreational, scientific, and cultural uses.   [Section 5]
Executive Order 11988 of May 24, 1977:  Floodplain Management  (as amended by EO 12148 of May 5, 1983 - Transfer of Functions Relating to Financial Responsibility of Vessels for Pollution Liability)

Each agency has a responsibility to evaluate the potential effects of any actions it may take in a floodplain; to ensure that its planning programs and budget requests reflect consideration of flood hazards and floodplain management; and to prescribe procedures to implement the policies and requirements of this Order.  Before taking an action, each agency shall determine whether the proposed action will occur in a floodplain…. If an agency has determined to, or proposes to, conduct, support, or allow an action to be located in a floodplain, the agency shall consider alternatives to avoid adverse effects and incompatible development in the floodplains….  If the head of the agency finds that the only practicable alternative consistent with the law and with the policy set forth in this Order requires siting in a floodplain, the agency shall, prior to taking action, (i) design or modify its action in order to minimize potential harm to or within the floodplain,  and (ii) prepare and circulate a notice containing an explanation of why the action is proposed to be located in the floodplain. … Each agency shall take floodplain management into account when formulating or evaluating any water and land use plans and shall require land and water resources use appropriate to the degree of hazard involved.   [Section 2]
If, after compliance with the requirements of this Order, new construction of structures or facilities are to be located in a floodplain, accepted floodproofing and other flood protection measures shall be applied to new construction or rehabilitation.  To achieve flood protection, agencies shall, wherever practicable, elevate structures above the base flood level rather than filling in land.   [Section 3]
Executive Order 11738 of Sept. 10, 1973:  Providing for Administration of the Clean Air Act and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act with respect to Federal contracts, grants or loans

It is the policy for the Federal Government to improve and enhance environmental quality. In furtherance of that policy, each Federal agency empowered to enter into contracts for the procurement of goods, materials, or services … shall undertake such procurement activities in a manner that will result in effective enforcement of the Clean Air Act and the Federal Water Pollution Control Act.  [Section 1]

This Order shall not apply to contracts, grants, or loans involving the use of facilities located outside the United States.  [Section 10]
Executive Order 11593 of May 13, 1971:  Protection and Enhancement of the Cultural Environment

Agencies shall assure that where a property listed on the National Register of Historic Places is to be substantially altered or demolished, timely steps be taken to make or have made records, including measured drawings, photographs and maps, of the property, and that copy of such records then be deposited in the Library of Congress as part of the Historic American Buildings Survey or Historic American Engineering Record for future use and reference. Agencies shall provide for the maintenance, through preservation, rehabilitation, or restoration, of federally owned and registered sites at professional standards prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior.   [Section 2(c) and (d)]

Executive Order 11514 of March 5, 1970:  Protection and Enhancement of Environmental Quality

The Federal Government shall provide leadership in protecting and enhancing the quality of the Nation's environment to sustain and enrich human life. Federal agencies shall initiate measures needed to direct their policies, plans and programs so as to meet national environmental goals.   [Section 1]
The heads of Federal agencies shall monitor, evaluate, and control on a continuing basis their agencies' activities so as to protect and enhance the quality of the environment.   Such activities shall include those directed to controlling pollution and enhancing the environment and those designed to accomplish other program objectives which may affect the quality of the environment.   [Section 2]
