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Affirmative Procurement

1. CPG-Comprehensive Procurement Guide  (See Appendix A Identification of Current and Potential Procurement Guideline Items of 186ARW Affirmative Procurement Plan)

2. Construction purchases less than $2,000.

3. RMAN-Recovered Material Advisory Notice (See Appendix A Identification of Current and Potential Procurement Guideline Items of 186ARW Affirmative Procurement Plan)

4. Exemptions based on established criteria that include unavailability, performance standards, and competition and price. (See Appendix D Affirmative Procurement Determination of 186ARW Affirmative Procurement Plan)

Hazardous Material

5. HAZMAT determination can be made with user knowledge, MSDS, or consult-ation with EMO.  HAZMATs include Federal Supply Classes designated in AFM 23-110 (See Appendix B Hazardous Materials List of Approving Official and Cardholder Guide)

6. AF Form 3952 is completed for all requests of HAZMATs.  Submit form complete with user and supervisor signatures to EMO along with MSDS.  EMO will review request and forward to HMP.

7. If requested HAZMAT is available in bench stock the HMP will issue to user.  If not available, the user is authorized to purchase HAZMAT.

8. Purchased HAZMATs must be provided to HMP for barcoding.  The barcode is used by the HMP and EMO for tracking and reporting requirements.

9. Checkout items must be returned to HMP for either return to stock or disposal.

10. HMP must be informed of disposal of barcoded items.  Consult EMO if uncertain about proper disposal of HAZWASTEs.
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What is “Affirmative Procurement”?

Affirmative Procurement is “the purchase of environmentally preferable products manufactured from recycled and reclaimed materials.”  This means giving preference to buying products made with recycled content, instead of products made entirely from non-recycled materials.

Who must do Affirmative Procurement?

Executive Order 12873 implemented Affirmative Procurement as a federal program.  The requirement has been updated in Executive Order 13101.   Participation by all federal agencies is mandatory.  The requirement applies to all procurement agencies and consumers in all federal agencies, including IMPAC card users. 

Why must we do Affirmative Procurement?

Our nation can only fully realize the benefits of recycling programs if there are commercial markets for products that are made from materials being recycled.  To spur the development of such markets, the federal government will use its buying power to raise the demand for recycled-content products.  The expected results are increased rates of recycling; decreased waste disposal in landfills and incinerators; and decreased dependence on virgin raw materials.   

What products are covered?

Items listed in the EPA’s Comprehensive Procurement Guide include (refer to 186ARW AP Plan for complete list):

· Paper and Paper Products (paper, folders, envelopes)

· Non-Paper Office Products (plastic desk accessories, toner cartridges)

· Vehicular Products (coolants, oils)

· Transportation Products (parking stops, traffic cones)

· Park & recreation products (plastic fencing)

· Landscaping Products (hoses, mulch)

· Miscellaneous products (pallets)

· Latex Paints

· Construction Products (insulation, fiberboard, cement and concrete, floor coverings)
