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I.	INTRODUCTION





1.1	Background





Cannon AFB (CAFB) is located in Eastern New Mexico. CAFB has two existing Hush Houses for testing of aircraft engines. CAFB would like to add two new Hush Houses. In accordance with New Mexico Environment Department (NMED) regulations, dispersion modeling must be performed prior to any new construction to demonstrate compliance with New Mexico Ambient Air Quality Standards (NMAAQS). NMED has also made CAFB aware that the existing Hush Houses must be modeled along with the proposed new Hush Houses. The objective of this project is to perform the dispersion modeling and compare concentrations to the NMAAQS.





1.2	Scope





This Statement of Work (SOW) outlines the tasks and requirements to perform dispersion modeling for the proposed and existing Hush Houses and the POL bulk storage tanks.

1.4	Tasks and Technical Requirements





1.4.1  The contractor shall complete the NMED Air Quality Modeling Checklist and prepare a dispersion modeling protocol for submission to NMED. Modeling will commence after NMED approval of the protocol.





1.4.2  The contractor shall estimate the POL bulk storage tank emissions (if required by NMED) using the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) TANKS program.





1.4.3  The contractor shall initially use an approved NMED screening dispersion model (i.e., SCREEN2) to determine if there are any exceedances of the NMAAQS. If exceedances do occur, the contractor will then use an approved NMED refined dispersion model (i.e., ISCST2) with NMED approved meteorological data.





1.4.4  Upon completion of the screening/refined modeling and analysis, the contractor shall prepare a draft report summarizing the modeling approach, model inputs, and model results. The draft report will be submitted to CAFB and Armstrong Laboratory for review. The contractor shall incorporate all comments and/or corrections from CAFB and Armstrong Laboratory and prepare a final report for submission to NMED.





1.5	Miscellaneous Requirements





A maximum of two (2) contractor personnel shall attend a kick-off meeting/site visit and subsequent meeting with NMED 14 days after receipt of order. The kick-off meeting/site visit will be held at CAFB. The meeting with NMED will be held at the NMED offices in Santa Fe, New Mexico.
