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1.	BACKGROUND





1.1	Introduction.  To assure compliance with the Pollution Prevention Act of 1990 and help meet the Air Force strategic goal of "preventing future pollution by reducing hazardous material use and releases of pollutants into the environment to as near zero as possible", the 50th Space Wing (SPW) needs to design a yard waste composting program for two 50 SPW sites - Falcon AFB, CO and New Boston AFS, NH.





1.2	Scope.  The scope of this effort is to develop a yard waste composting program.  The primary goal is to assist installations with sizable yard waste streams in developing a composting program.  This will be an integral part of a program designed to meet the Air Force goal of a 50% reduction in solid waste disposal by 1997 from a 1992 baseline.  This effort involves Falcon AFB (FAFB), Colorado and New Boston AFS, New Hampshire.

1.4	Tasks And Technical Requirements.  





1.4.1  The contractor shall ensure all work complies with applicable Federal, State of Colorado, State of New Hampshire, local, and Air Force regulations and guidance.  





1.4.2  The contractor shall outline management practices and minimization procedures to assist each base in the area of solid waste management by composting yard wastes and other organics.  Inclusive in this plan shall be site selection, equipment requirements, permitting requirements, manning criteria, personnel training, security arrangements, and the development of operational 


protocols which, when implemented, shall assure efficient program management and yield a quality compost product.





1.4.3  The contractor shall consider planning figures as to the volume of material expected, characterization of waste stream, methods of collection and storage, and an end use customer market in this analysis.  Plan narratives shall describe the composting process, technologies available, and future directions in yard waste management.





1.4.4  The contractor shall review and incorporate existing data and shall collect additional data if necessary.





1.5  Deliverables 





The contractor shall prepare a technical report for each site summarizing all findings and recommendations from all tasks described under section 1.4 of this statement of work.  The contractor shall include a summary of end use customer markets as an appendix to each report.  Further requirements for each report are outlined below. 





1.5.1  Falcon AFB Technical Report.  The contractor shall prepare two submittals for this report.  They shall include a draft and final submittal.





1.5.2  New Boston AFS Technical Report.  The contractor shall prepare two submittals for this report.  They shall include a draft and a final submittal.  





1.6  Special Consideration





1.6.1 MEETINGS





1.6.1.1 Kick-off and Information Meetings.  A maximum of two contractor representatives shall attend a kick-off meeting to be held at Falcon AFB within 25 days after notice to proceed.  The contractor shall present a schedule and be prepared to discuss planned activities for both sites.  A maximum of two contractor representatives shall attend an information meeting at New Boston AFB.  The contractor shall present an updated schedule and be prepared to discuss planned activities for New Boston AFB.





1.6.1.2  Follow-up Visits.  The contractor shall conduct a follow-up visit to each location to address any operational difficulties encountered and provide technical guidance to facility operators.  Meeting dates will be determined by the government.
