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I.  DESCRIPTION OF TASK



1.1  Introduction.  The Agency for Toxic Substance and Disease Registry (ATSDR) will be performing health assessments on 13 National Priority List (NPL) installations and three petitioned sites.  Armstrong Laboratory/Occupational and Environmental Health Directorate (AL/OE)is tasked with providing review of the public health assessment documents and support to the individual installation and MAJCOMs.



1.2  Scope.  This effort entails technical support to the installation prior to the ATSDR health assessment site visit, Phase I, followed by review and comment of the subsequent health documents (red and brown cover) Phase III and V.  Phase I, on-site support and recommendations, has previously been performed at 7 of the 13 FY 92 installations.  Remaining to be completed for FY 92-94 are 10 phase I on-site support, 8 phase III "red" cover or draft document review, and 6 phase V "brown" cover or document for public comment review.  The contractor will provide toxicology support to AL/OEM on issues related to cleanup levels at contaminated sites on Air Force installations.



1.3  General Background.  Guidance and requirements shall be drawn from applicable government documents and regulations to include; Risk Assessment Guidance for Superfund Volume I and II, EPA Exposure Factors Handbook, EPA Guidance for Data Useability in Risk Assessment, and ATSDR Health Assessment Guidance Manual.



1.4  Task and Technical Requirements.  To ensure compliance for risk assessment and minimize data gaps the following tasks are required:



1.4.1  Phase I, Pre-visit Site Support.  Phase I is the period for review of the ERP focusing on health assessment and providing recommendations prior to the ATSDR site visit.  During phase I, the contractor shall provide on-site support to answer technical questions from the base concerning the upcoming ATSDR health assessment.  The contractor shall conduct a maximum of six (6) on-site visits of three days duration each to assist the base in adequately preparing for the health assessment.



1.4.1.1.  The contractor shall evaluate the adequacy of existing environmental sampling data, to include RI/FS reports, and prepare a draft of recommendations to assist in the accuracy of a health assessment.  The contractor shall have a professional environmental engineer and toxicologist or physician review and validate the report.



1.4.1.2.  The contractor shall submit maps, drawings or layouts of the areas of concern (AOC) and sites, monitoring wells and ground water plumes with site descriptions.



1.4.1.3.  The contractor shall provide individual trip reports for each installation with significant findings identified, such as, recommended additional data collection, data gaps, additional sampling media, required biota sampling, potential health surveillance studies, and recommendations for construction in the way of fences and locked gates.



1.4.1.4.  Potential epidemiology and toxicology case or surveillance study recommendations shall be identified.



1.4.2.  Phase II, ATSDR Site Visit.  Phase II is the data collection and site visit by the ATSDR health assessor.  The contractor will not be involved in this phase.





1.4.3.  Phase III, ATSDR Document Review.  The public health assessment and Toxicology Profile are  released by ATSDR to the USAF for review and comment.  The contractor shall review the document for accuracy and completeness relating to exposure, pathways, receptors, toxicology, epidemiology, and public health impact.



1.4.3.1.  The contractor shall provide a summarized report identifying data gaps and any inconsistent pathways or assessments.



1.4.3.2.  Data Needs Assessment  The contractor shall identify areas requiring further study or data collection to provide a more accurate health assessment or toxicology profile.



1.4.4.  The contractor shall provide toxicological evaluations for not more than twelve chemicals or mixtures of interest to the AF at installations involved with hazardous waste cleanup and health assessments.  AL/OEMB will identify the specific chemicals of concern.



1.4.4.1.  The contractor shall investigate the scientific criteria for existing regulatory standards and evaluate alternative scientific approaches as a basis for cleanup.  The contractor shall conduct a detailed examination of health effects toxicology and site-specific exposure reduction strategies.



1.4.4.2.  A maximum of four technical meetings of one day duration each may be held between the contractor (one to three representatives) and AL/OEM.   



1.5.  Reports and Recommendations.



1.5.1.  The contractor shall provide in the form of a letter, a record of all conferences, informal meetings, discussions, verbal directions, telephone conversations etc., in which the contractor participates on matters relative to public health or risk assessments.  These letters or memorandum-for-record shall be numbered sequentially.  The letters shall identify participating personnel, subject discussed, and summarized guidance and conclusions.  The contractor shall coordinate with the AL/OEMB POC prior to all site visits.



1.5.2.  Phase I Report.  The contractor shall compile a technical report with maps, AOC, sites, monitoring wells, plumes, other preliminary information, site description, list of significant findings and recommendations.  Additional toxicology and epidemiology case or surveillance studies shall also be identified in the technical report.



1.5.3.  Phase II Report.  The government (AL/OE) will participate in Phase II of the health assessment and provide a report of the findings to the contractor.  The contractor shall not continue to Phase III until Phase II has been completed by AL/OE.



1.5.4.  Phase III Report.  The contractor shall prepare an evaluation of the ATSDR document in regards to toxicology for the contaminants of concern, routes of exposure, potential and completed pathways, epidemiology, public health impact, and ATSDR recommendations.



1.5.5.  Toxicology Report.  The contractor shall prepare a technical report of the chemical or mixture of interest evaluating scientific viability for cleanup or the use of a surrogate component as a replacement.  This report shall examine the health affects toxicology and site-specific reduction strategies. 



1.5.6.  Data Needs Assessment (DNA) Report.  The contractor shall prepare a technical report of the chemical or mixture of interest evaluating scientific studies and research efforts.  This report shall examine human and animal health effects toxicology as well as environmental fate and transport toxicology.  Specific research needs and data gaps shall be identified.



1.6.  Miscellaneous Requirements.



1.6.1.  The contractor shall coordinate all site visits and reports with the AL/OEMB POC.



1.6.2.  A maximum of two contractor representatives shall attend each site visit.  The workday shall be 8-hours in duration.



1.6.3.  A maximum of six contractor representatives shall attend the Risk Assessment/Health Assessment/Risk Communication by the USAF SAM.



1.6.4.  A maximum of two contractor representatives shall attend a maximum of twelve project support meetings at a time and location to be coordinated by the AL/OEMB POC.



II  SITE LOCATIONS: Twenty-five installations may require phase I site visits and phase III document review.  Eight installations or documents may require only phase III document review.

The two copies of the final report shall be delivered to AL/OEMB Project Manager within 30 days of draft comments being received from AL/OEMB.
