DEMOLITION OF BUILDINGS (numbers)

ASBESTOS ABATEMENT PLAN

GENERAL

STATEMENT OF INTENT:  This plan is being developed as a guide to protect the on-site workers from airborne asbestos fibers during the demolition of buildings (numbers).  Asbestos fibers are a cancer and lung disease hazard.

COORDINATION:  This plan shall be reviewed by the appropriate base personnel, as well as the (state) Department of Environmental Protection, Asbestos Coordinator and the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), Region (number), Asbestos Coordinator.

APPLICABLE REGULATIONS:  The following regulations/publications pertain to work practices when performing the demolition and disposal of a building that contains asbestos containing materials (ACM) on (base):

DEMOLITION ORDER.  The Air Force has determined that buildings (numbers) are (structurally unsound and in danger of eminent collapse) and has ordered the demolition of said building(s).

PROJECT INFORMATION

NAME AND ADDRESS OF OWNER:  (Commander, office symbol, base, state, zip code)

LOCATION OF BUILDING(S):  (Located on base in county, state)  (See Exhibits 1 and 2 - vicinity and Site Maps, respectively)

PHYSICAL DESCRIPTION OF THE WORK AREA:  (Description of number of stories, type construction, type foundation, square footage)

HISTORY OF BUILDINGS:  (Previous usage, vacant since, received maintenance since)

SCHEDULED STARTING AND COMPLETION DATES:  (Base) intends to commence demolition by (date) with a completion date estimated to be (date).

FRIABLE ASBESTOS CONTAINING MATERIALS TO BE LEFT IN THE BUILDINGS:  There is approximately (number) linear feet of friable ACM pipe insulation in (building(s)).

NOTIFICATIONS:  The EPA Region (number), Asbestos Coordinator, shall be notified as early as possible before demolition begins.  The (state) Department of Environmental Protection, Asbestos Coordinator shall be notified at least 10 days in advance of demolition.  Both agencies shall receive a copy of this plan.  The above actions are in accordance with the respective agency’s regulations.

PROCEDURES TO BE USED:  The facilities are in the condition as described in 40 CFR 61.145(c) and will be demolished as described in 40 CFR 61.147(g).  In summary, the buildings (have been considered structurally unsound and in danger of imminent collapse, and therefore, will be demolished with the asbestos containing materials (ACM) remaining in place.  Those portions of the facility that contain friable ACM shall be adequately wetted during the wrecking operations.  Specifically, the following procedures will be implemented:

The areas shall be cordoned off as shown in Exhibits 3 & 4 with “Asbestos Hazard” tape and red and black “Danger .......... Asbestos.....” signs.  Access roads shall be limited to site workers only.

Area ambient air sampling shall be performed (minimum of 3) at the perimeter of the cordoned area before demolition commences.  These same locations shall be monitored on a daily basis during demolition operations.  See Exhibits 3 and 4 for sample locations.  If at any time, results show a time weighted average (TWA) of greater than 0.1 fibers per cubic centimeter, demolition procedures shall be modified until an acceptable level is obtained.

Personal protective equipment.  All personnel within the regulated area will be equipped with half-face air purifying respirators with HEPA cartridges and tyvek suits.  At any time that the personal samples show airborne asbestos fibers in concentrations greater than 0.1 fibers per cubic centimeter, (f/cc), a higher level of respiratory protection (full-face air purifying or powered air purifying respirator) shall be worn.  The decontamination unit shall be located contiguous with the regulated area barrier tape.

A “Competent person” (as defined in 29 CFR 1926.58) shall be on-site at all times during demolition operations.  All other personnel within the cordoned area shall have been trained in accordance with 29 CFR 1926.58 K [3].  All personnel entering the regulated area shall enter through the clean room of the decontamination unit and shall sign in each time.  Only trained personnel shall be allowed to enter the regulated area.

Wetting process.  The portion of the building being demolished on any given day shall be adequately wetted with a fine mist of spray of water for the duration of the work period.  If visible emissions are seen emanating from any ACM or if personal samples are approaching the 0.1 f/cc level, the facility will be wetted on a continuous 24-hour-per-day basis.  The base Asbestos Program Manager will make this determination.

Site workers shall shower at the end of the work shift or upon taking breaks outside the cordoned are during the shift.  The show shall be as described in 29 CFR 1926.58i[2]ii.  The showered workers shall not remove protective clothing and/or respirators within the cordoned area.

Exposure monitoring shall be performed in accordance with 29 CFR 1926.58(f) on a representative number of site workers daily.

Disposal of ACM from the subject facilities:  Building A shall be buried within the bounds of its existing foundation.  Building B shall be disposed of along with Building A.  This proposal eliminated the need for an additional asbestos disposal site and minimizes the hauling distance (approx. number yards).  All trucks hauling demolition debris from building B to building A will be covered with 6-mil poly and decontaminated daily.  Truck drivers shall be considered site workers and shall be protected and trained in accordance with paragraphs 2.8.3 and 2.8.4, respectively.  An additional 12 inches of soil beyond that reasonably expected to be asbestos contaminated, shall be removed from the site of building B and taken to the area of building A to ensure complete remediation.

A minimum of six (6) inches of compacted non-asbestos cover shall be placed over the disposal operation every 24 hours during the disposal operation or at the end of each working day.

  On-site equipment shall be decontaminated before leaving the site.

  Within 30 days of the completion of the demolition project, a final cover of eighteen (18) inches of compacted native soil containing 35 percent fines shall be compacted and graded over the site.  This compacted layer shall be overlaid with a six (6) inch layer of medium suitable for growing grass.  The area will be seeded to a perennial grass mix.

  (Base) shall cap all utilities to and from the demolition/burial site to prevent any pathway fro water-flow from the site.  (See Exhibits 3 and 4.)

  (Base) shall establish and maintain a permanent on-site surveying benchmarks to demark the areas where the demolition/burial of the building(s) is located.  These benchmarks shall be shown on all record drawings, survey plans, and comprehensive maps.

  The burial sites shall be described on a survey plan and recorded in the property deed as per (chapter, etc. of the State) Solid Waste Regulations.

  (Base).shall install and maintain warning signs at the perimeter of the on-site burial areas as per (chapter, etc of the State) Solid Waste Regulations.
