STATEMENT OF WORK


CLEAN AND REPAIR SEWAGE LINES


GENERAL DESCRIPTION


To retain the integrity of the Sewage Collection System, (base) must clean, inspect and repair its sewer lines.  The contractor shall furnish all labor, materials and equipment to complete this project as herein specified.


Continued Occupancy.  The sewers shall remain in full operation during the time of this contract.


Hours of Work.  Work connected with this contract shall be done on Monday through Friday, except holidays between the hours of 7:30 AM and 4:15 PM, local time.  All additional hours of work during weekends and holidays shall be approved by the contracting officer prior to performance.


Utility Outages.  Utility outages shall be requested in writing to Environmental Management prior to the proposed outage.  Outages will be scheduled in all cases at the convenience of the government.


Cutting, Welding and Brazing.  Operations involving welding, cutting or brazing shall only be done in the contractor’s work area which will be designated by the contracting officer of his designated representative at the commencement of the contract.  Environmental Management shall be notified prior to commencement of work.  The contractor work site shall be approved by the Fire Inspector and Bioenvironmental Engineer.  Contractor performance of work shall be in accordance with NFPA Pamphlet 513, and 29 CFR 1926.65 through 1926.653 and AFOSE Standard 127-5.  Contractor work shall be limited to repair of equipment.  The contractor shall have an AF Form 592 completed for such repair work.


Utilities.  All utilities will be made available to the contractor without charge.  Any temporary connections or line that may be required shall be installed, maintained and removed by the contractor at his own expense and in a manner satisfactory to the contract officer.  All connections/pipes shall be removed before final acceptance.


Occupational Safety and Health Act.  The equipment, parts, services and personnel safety equipment to be supplied shall meet all applicable safety requirements of the Occupational Safety and Health Act (OSHA) and Safety and Health Requirements Manual, EM 385-1-1 Revised 1987.


Traffic Control.  The contractor shall b
