ENVIRONMENTAL BASELINE SURVEY (EBS) PHASE I





PURPOSE:


The Environmental Baseline Survey Phase I is to document, summarize and accurately describe, to the extend such information is available, the environmental condition to include environmental related factors of the land, facilities, and other real property assets for the specified bases to include specifics to meet the requirements of CERCLA  Section 120 as amended by Public Law 102-426 (Community Environmental Response Facilitation Act), and any state or local real property disclosure notification rules.

TASKS/DELIVERABLES


Tasks.  The effort to complete the Phase I survey will involve the following actions:  review of existing Installation Restoration Program information, review of existing or completed environmental surveys and inspection reports, review of applicable regulatory reports and records, permits, real property records, chain-of-title records, review of aerial photographs, 


Contaminants in the following media should be considered in the evaluation:  air, soil, ground and surface water, soil gas and vapor leach, sludge, and sediment.  Common sources of contaminants in these media are as follows:  hazardous material/waste, solid waste, polychlorinated-biphenyl’s (PCBs), leakage from above and underground storage tanks, asbestos, petroleum spills, wastewater treatment and discharge, pesticides, radon, explosive ordnance disposal waste, biomedical waste, air sources, radioactive waste, and photochemical waste, Related environmental factors to be evaluated are:  wetlands, floodplains, coastal management zones, threatened and endangered species, historical/cultural resources, prime or unique farmlands, and occupational safety and health considerations.


The Phase I survey will be designed to document the above described existing environmental conditions into two basic categories:


First category:  “Uncontaminated” properties.  These properties shall be defined as any real property on which no hazardous substances and no petroleum products or their derivatives, including aviation fuel and motor oil were stored for one year or more in quantities greater than 1000kg or its reportable quantity, known to have been released, or disposed of.


Second category:  All “other” properties.  This second category can be subdivided into three groups.  1) Properties that do not require remedial action and can be defined as areas that have stored hazardous substances and petroleum products in quantities greater than 1000kg or it reportable quantity for more than one year or had a release or disposal of a hazardous substance but in quantities that require no response or remedial action.  2) all required remedial action has been taken and 3) requires remedial or other action that has not yet been taken.


Deliverables.  After all data collection, site inspections and records review/investigation, the contractor will prepare and EBS Phase I report consisting of a pre-draft, draft, pre-final, and final EBS report with base maps for each specified base in accordance with an Air Force specified format (see attached) detailing the results of the research delineating the affected areas. In addition, base maps will be used to supplement the reported information by depicting areas that are either “uncontaminated” or “other” properties.  The area/zones will be identified as a “property” with actual boundaries that are defined and determined by logical land use planning considerations.  Where information is limited to determine the exact environmental conditions of a “property”, professional judgment will be used to determine the probability that an environmental contamination exists.
