STATEMENT OF WORK


SERVICE CONTRACT TO LEASE PLASTIC MEDIA


DEFINITIONS AND TERMINOLOGY


Plastic Media.  Plastic abrasive used to remove organic coatings from Air Force equipment.


Dust Product.  A hazardous material containing residue plastic media and paint chips.  These paint chips contain heavy metals including chromium and cadmium.


Shortfall.  At the end of the contract, the difference in pounds between what the contractor delivered and what the contractor picked up.


CONTRACT PREMISE


The premise for this contract is “ELIMINATION OF HAZARDOUS WASTE.”  It is (base’s) position and goal to reduce and eliminate, where possible, all hazardous waste generation.  This contract shall eliminate hazardous waste from aircraft and aircraft component parts paint stripping operation.  (Base) is required by 40 CFR 262.23 (a) (1) to sign a hazardous waste manifest certification on each shipment of hazardous waste.  That hazardous waste manifest binds us to eliminate and reduce the volume of hazardous waste to the maximum extent possible.  This contract is an effort to eliminate paint stripping hazardous waste.


SCOPE


This statement of work covers the minimum requirements for a service contract to lease PLASTIC MEDIA to (base) for use in coatings removal from (type) aircraft and (type) aircraft component parts.  This coatings removal will be by plastic media blast and will be on composite and non-composite surfaces.  The contractor shall have a product application of the DUST PRODUCT which is generated at (base) as a result of the use of PLASTIC MEDIA and shall remove the DUST PRODUCT and recycle.  Contractor’s DUST PRODUCT application shall consist of recycling the DUST PRODUCT by utilizing said DUST PRODUCT as an ingredient in an industrial process to make a new product in accordance with Section 261.2 (e) (1) (l) of United States Statute 40 CFR (Resource Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA) Hazardous Waste Regulations) which allows the DUST PRODUCT to not be considered a hazardous waste.  Therefore, the contractor, in pursuing the product application for the DUST PRODUCT, shall relieve (base) from all hazardous waste liabilities associated with this DUST PRODUCT.


The Contractor shall be capable of providing a minimum of 30,000 lbs of the PLASTIC MEDIA per month.

The following documents form a part of the statement of work requirements to the extent specified herein:

REQUIREMENTS


Contractor shall be required to lease PLASTIC MEDIA to (base) for use in coatings removal.  Contractor shall remove their used media and paint chips (DUST PRODUCT), thereby relieving (base) of all hazardous waste liabilities associated with the DUST PRODUCT.  Contractor is also responsible for all shipping costs to and from (base).  Contractor shall perform this service in accordance with this statement of work and adhere to all LOCAL, STATE, and FEDERAL regulations that apply while performing this service.


Plastic Media Specification.  Contractor shall provide plastic abrasive produced from plastic stock of uniform hardness, density, and meeting United States Military Specification MIL-P-85891 (AS), Type V, Grade A, thermoplastic.  The PLASTIC MEDIA provided must also be approved and incorporated in T.O. 1-1-8.  The PLASTIC MEDIA must be approved in T.O. 1-1-8 to be used on Aerospace equipment.  The PLASTIC MEDIA shall be of a mesh size specified by the government contracting officer.


Plastic Media Delivery.


Contractor shall maintain a level of 30,00 pounds of PLASTIC MEDIA at (base).  Monthly requirements will be determined by the government contracting officer.


The PLASTIC MEDIA shall be delivered in 250 lb drums.  Large, flexible fabric containers with fill spouts shall be provided to collect the DUST PRODUCT.  The bad shall be 35” x35” x 40” with 10” x 18” fill spouts.  It shall be Bulk SAK Inc., Model #5N40SS, or equivalent.  Suggested Source:  Jones Enterprises, 505 E. Travis, Suite 205, Marshall, TX  75670.  The bag shall be capable and useable to collect DUST PRODUCT for shipping to the contractor’s recycling facility.


The PLASTIC MEDIA shall be delivered to a designated site at (base) every month.  This site will be designated by the contracting officer.


The new PLASTIC MEDIA drums shall be labeled identifying type of media, mesh size, manufacturer, batch number, and net weight of PLASTIC MEDIA.


Dust Product Pickup


The DUST PRODUCT shall be collected in bags that are provided by the contractor.  The bad shall be tied closed when filled.  If the bag is damaged during use at (base), new bags shall be available and shipped to a designated site for a contracted cost.  This will be requested by the contracting officer when required.


The pickup site for the DUST PRODUCT shall be (building number) at (base).  (Building) personnel will contact the contractor for DUST PRODUCT pickup when there is 10,000 pounds minimum DUST PRODUCT accumulated and ready for pickup to be recycled.  Contractor is required to pickup up the DUST PRODUCT within seven working days of notification.  Contractor shall make freight arrangement and be responsible for all freight costs associated with shipping the DUST PRODUCT.  Delays beyond the seven working day response in picking up the DUST PRODUCTS significantly impacts (building) due to limited storage space and quantity of material and waste processed.


Blank labels to be placed on the DUST PRODUCT bag shall be provided to (building) personnel by the contractor.  Building (#) personnel will complete appropriate information on the label and place it on the DUST PRODUCT bag prior to contractor pickup.


The DUST PRODUCT shall conform to the specification set forth in attachment 1.  Building (#) personnel will be required to perform a minimum of one analysis for every 10,000 pounds of DUST PRODUCT.  This analysis will be documented and made available to the contractor at the time of pickup.  The point of acceptance for the DUST PRODUCT by the contractor is Building (#) at (base).  The contractor has accepted the DUST PRODUCT as is when their freight contractor loads and hauls the material from the base.  (Base) will no longer be responsible or liable for the DUST PRODUCT.


(Base) is responsible for returning all PLASTIC MEDIA in the form of DUST PRODUCT.  Upon conclusion of this contract, (or at two-year intervals, whichever comes first) the cumulative amount of DUST PRODUCT returned to the contractor, plus the current amount being used at (base) will equal the cumulative amount of PLASTIC MEDIA leased to (base), but not exceed by more than 50 percent in weight the cumulative amount of PLASTIC MEDIA leased to (base).  For all unaccountable shortfalls of returned DUST PRODUCT, (base) will pay to the contractor a shortfall charge as determined in the contract line item.


Recycling Dust Product


Contractor shall recycle the DUST PRODUCT by utilizing said DUST PRODUCT as an ingredient in an industrial process to make a new product.  Contractor shall recycle in such a way as to exempt the DUST PRODUCT from characterization as a solid and hazardous waste as defined in the hazardous waste disposal statutes and regulations.


Contractor shall allow site visits by government personnel from (base) upon request.


QUALITY REQUIREMENTS


(Base) technical representative will spot check the quality of the PLASTIC MEDIA delivered under this service contract.  PLASTIC MEDIA shall be tested to verify it meets the requirements set forth in Military Specification MIL-P=85891(AS).  Shipments that do not meet this specification shall not be accepted and the contractor will be notified of the rejection.  Contractor shall deliver a new shipment and pick up the rejected material within seven days of notification.  Contractor shall be responsible for all shipping, handling, and transportation costs.


Outgoing DUST PRODUCT shall be tested once for every 10,000 pounds as indicated in paragraph 5.3.4.  Contractor is responsible for and shall complete testing before the DUST PRODUCT leaves the base if they require additional testing to determine acceptance.  The contractor has accepted the DUST PRODUCT and is totally liable for transportation and recycling as stated in this SOW when they have removed it from (base).


PERMITTING


Contractor shall obtain all necessary licenses, permits, and approvals required by an regulating agency with regard to the obligations and/or work to be performed in this statement of work.  Contractor shall also provide clearances or pay any royalties required for any patents on any process relative to this contract, including the PMB stripping process for which this plastic will be used.
