STATEMENT OF WORK


THERMALLY TREAT POL-CONTAMINATED SOIL


SCOPE


Furnish all labor, equipment, and materials necessary to thermally treat petroleum, oils, and lubricants (POL)-contaminated soil stockpiled at (base).  Contaminated soil is stockpiled (location), as shown on Drawing (number).


PERMITS


Contractor must obtain all necessary permits, including, but not limited to, air quality permits from (county) Air Quality Control District.


ACCESS


(Location) is a controlled area.  Strict security and personnel access control is maintained.  Contractor personnel must be listed on an entry authorization list (EAL), have proper identification, and obtain passes at (location) gate to obtain entry to the work site.


EXECUTION


Contractor will be required to mobilize thermal treatment equipment to treatment staging area adjacent to stockpiled POL-contaminated soil at (location).  The stockpiled soil is from (number) sources with approximate quantities from each source in parentheses:  Location (number), etc.  Thermal treatment is to be accomplished no later than four days after mobilization is complete.  Contractor shall furnish all signs and barricades necessary to control access to staging area.


STANDARDS


Contractor is required to treat POL-contaminated soil to (State) Department of Environmental Quality action levels for total petroleum hydrocarbons (TRPH), benzene, toluene, and total xylenes.


SAMPLING


Sampling of treated soil will be conducted by a representative of (number) Med Gp/MGPB, Bioenvironmental Engineering.


ANALYTICAL RESULTS


Excavated soil from each of the (number) sources was sampled and analyzed for TRPH and Toxicity Characteristic Leaching Procedure (TCLP) constituents.  Analytical results are included as Atch 1.
