STATEMENT OF WORK


WASTE OIL SERVICES


PURPOSE


To establish specifications, procedures and responsibilities for the pick-up, transportation, processing, recycling/refining of non-hazardous waste (spent) lubrication products (hereinafter referred to as “Waste Oil”) typically generated in Maintenance (vehicular) and related activities.


ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES


The contractor will provide service to remove, transport, reclaim/recycle/re-refine waste oil as identified in attachment__________


CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:


The contractor shall:


Utilize its own vehicles and personnel to accomplish the task (at site collection point).


Pull a representative sample for each waste oil shipment.


Retain the above referenced sample for a minimum of 30 days.


Possess the capability to provide additional analytical testing (for fee) upon request.


Re-refine (a minimum) of 75% of waste oil to a level consistent with reuse as a base stock lubricant.





ADDITIONAL CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES:


The contractor shall, without additional expense to the Government possess/obtain all licenses/permits required by any State of Federal Agency having primacy.


The contractor will document all transaction and (when applicable) provide manifest and labeling as necessary to comply with all governing and applicable law.


The contractor’s minimum Environmental Impairment Liability Coverage shall be $1 Million per incident and $5 Million aggregate.


To further indemnify and hold United States Government harmless, the contractor agrees to the following:


In the event a spill or ground or water pollution results form the contractor’s transportation, storage recycling, reclaiming or re-refining of the generators waste oil, the contractor agrees to pay all costs and expenses to remedy that pollution or spill related clean-up in excess of the aforementioned minimum environmental impairment liability by the utilization of their own assets.  The contractor’s minimum assets shall be not less than $50 Million.


The contractor shall insure that all storing, treatment, recycling or re-refining are to be performed by the contractor and its employees, vehicles and facilities through a closed loop system with no other sub-contractor(s) performing any portion of the above without the expressed written permission of the Government’s Environmental/Safety identified point of contact or their designee.
