Given the high density of military facilities and the corresponding potential for pollution in Federal Region 4, the DOD, the eight states, and EPA Region 4 have begun to address the myriad of environmental issues by creating working partnerships that recognize and promote pollution prevention as the standard way of doing business.  The first step in the Region 4 Partnering process occurred in 1997 when each of the eight states in Region 4 established pollution prevention (P2) partnerships with Department of Defense (DOD) facilities and EPA. One year later, the Region 4 DOD Pollution Prevention (P2) Partnership formed to help the eight state partnerships and to seek innovative solutions to

regional issues. The Region 4 partnership is a diverse group consisting of the four regional environmental coordinators representing each branch of the military; Region 4 EPA Office of Pollution Prevention; the Army Corps of Engineers; Army Reserves; the Defense Logistics Agency; state P2 offices, and representatives from the military installations in Region 4.
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
