FACILITY:  Bolling Air Force Base, District Of Columbia

P2 PROJECT NAME:  Used-Oil Disposal Service Contract

FOCUS OF SUCCESS STORY AND ORIGINAL PROCESS:  Used motor oil, that is tested and determined to be nonhazardous, is generated from several sources at most Air Force Installations.  The major sources that generate used oil at Bolling AFB are the Transportation Maintenance facilities, Auto Hobby shop, and the AAFES service station.  Other sources are Civil Engineering and homeowners who change oil on their own.  Previously, the disposal of the collected used-oil was competitively bid and contracted to companies that required a cost and fees pick up and disposal.  Recently, the Environmental Flight aggressively solicited area companies and identified three that stated they would pay for the used-oil.  After receiving this information, the contracting office changed the normal disposal practice from paying for disposal to a “no cost” for pick-up and disposal.

COST AVOIDANCE:  The start-up cost is zero, because the hardware for the collection and storage of the used-oil already exists.  Testing of the product is also the same cost as before.  The annual recurring cost of $26,000 for pick up and delivery has been reduced to zero dollars paid from the operations budget.  The benefits to the installation are immediate.

OTHER BENEFITS (NON-MONETARY):  Attention to the fact that the used-oil is first, non-hazardous, and second, it has a monetary value, demonstrates to those personnel that handle and change the oil, that they conduct a valuable industrial process .
