P2 PROJECT NAME:  Latex Paint Redistribution

FOCUS OF SUCCESS STORY:  Reduce solid waste disposal to meet FY 1997 50 percent reduction goals established by Air Staff.
ORIGINAL PROCESS:  Latex paint was bought from several sources of supply.  Acquisition of paint was not controlled and shops were stockpiling materials.  

COST:  None 

COST SAVINGS OR AVOIDANCE:  With HAZMAT Pharmacy coming on line, the sources of supply were brought under control.  The LG Environmental Office initiated a program to collect unused latex paint for reutilization and several hundred gallons of usable material was collected.  Advertisements went out via the base newspaper, daily bulletin and base bulletin board for free paint and match existing colors for office use.  Volunteers painted park buildings, benches and other structures with the free materials. Disposal costs $450 and $150 in supplies were avoided.

PAYBACK PERIOD:  Immediate.

OTHER BENEFITS (NON-MONETARY):  Reduction in solid waste disposal with material being utilized and potential liability for improper disposal was eliminated.
