P2 PROJECT NAME:  Install Solvent Recycling In Corrosion Control

FOCUS OF SUCCESS STORY:  Reduction of hazardous waste generation that minimizes compliance requirements and associated costs.
ORIGINAL PROCESS:  Prior to November 1997 solvents generated in Corrosion Control were turned in as hazardous waste.  Disposal of 6,000 pounds of hazardous waste ($0.50/lb) cost $3,000.00 per year.  
COST 

Start-up cost:  $7,500  

Recurring (Annual) Cost:  Minimal costs to maintain equipment.
COST SAVINGS OR AVOIDANCE:  During the five months since initiation of the process, hazardous waste generation in the Corrosion Control Shop has dropped by 42%.  It is estimated that annual savings of $1,250 for disposal will be experienced because of the 2,500 lbs of hazardous waste eliminated.  Aircraft thinner purchased has been reduced by 150 gallons per year and MEK purchased has been reduced by 420 gallons per year.  This is an additional reduction in material procurement of $3,870 per year and $500 in supplies.  Total savings equal approximately $5,620 per year.
PAYBACK PERIOD:  $7,500/5,620 = 1.3 years

OTHER BENEFITS (NON-MONETARY):  Reduction in hazardous waste disposal, tracking of 2,500 pounds of hazardous waste annually, and reduction in the purchase of EPA-17 targeted chemicals.
