. 2.3 Management of Solid Waste

3.2.3.1 The Contractor shall be responsible for collecting all solid
wast es generated under the scope of this contract. Al Construction and
Denolition debris (C&D) is to be recycled either onsite or at a C&D
recycling facility. C& debris is prohibited frombeing landfilled. The
Contractor shall segregate recycl able wastes (i.e. copper piping, asphalt,
fluorescent lights, ballasts, concrete, lunber, plastics, ceiling tiles,
all scrap nmetal, etc.). Non-recyclable solid waste generated under the
scope of this contract is to be taken to an approved |andfill.
