PART 1 -  GENERAL

1.1 RELATED DOCUMENTS

A. Drawings and general provisions of the Contract, including General and Supplementary Conditions and other Division 1 Specification Sections, apply to this Section.

1.2 WORK COVERED BY CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

A. Project Identification:  Project consists of renovations and additions to ADAL Fire Station, Homestead ARS, Florida.

1. Project Location: Homestead, Florida.

2. Owner:  U. S. Air force.

B. Architect Identification:  The Contract Documents, dated April 14, 2000, were prepared for Project by HOK, Architects, 2800 Post Oak Boulevard, Suite 3700, Houston, Texas 77056.

C. The Work consists of renovations and additions to the fire station.  

1. The Work includes concrete foundations, Concrete masonry work, re-roofing existing building with metal roof and with modified bituminous membrane, interior woodwork, hollow metal doors and frames, aluminum window wall work, elevator, carpet tile, acoustical ceilings, electrical and mechanical work.

2. Construction materials and processes are to be performed to have minimum impact on the environment, using recycled materials to the greatest extent practicable, recycling construction waste material where possible and disposing of non-recyclable waste in an environmentally friendly manner.

1.3 CONTRACT

A. Project will be constructed under a general construction contract.

1.4 SPECIFICATION FORMATS AND CONVENTIONS

A. Specification Format:  The Specifications are organized into Divisions and Sections using the 16-division format and CSI/CSC's "MasterFormat" numbering system.

1. Section Identification:  The Specifications use section numbers and titles to help cross-referencing in the Contract Documents.  Sections in the Project Manual are in numeric sequence; however, the sequence is incomplete.  Consult the table of contents at the beginning of the Project Manual to determine numbers and names of sections in the Contract Documents.

B. Specification Content:  The Specifications use certain conventions for the style of language and the intended meaning of certain terms, words, and phrases when used in particular situations.  These conventions are as follows:

1. Abbreviated Language:  Language used in the Specifications and other Contract Documents is abbreviated.  Words and meanings shall be interpreted as appropriate.  Words implied, but not stated, shall be inferred as the sense requires.  Singular words shall be interpreted as plural, and plural words shall be interpreted as singular where applicable as the context of the Contract Documents indicates.

2. Imperative mood and streamlined language are generally used in the Specifications.  Requirements expressed in the imperative mood are to be performed by Contractor.  Occasionally, the indicative or subjunctive mood may be used in the Section Text for clarity to describe responsibilities that must be fulfilled indirectly by Contractor or by others when so noted.

a. The words "shall," "shall be," or "shall comply with," depending on the context, are implied where a colon (:) is used within a sentence or phrase.
