This Section specifies administrative and procedural requirements for preconstruction and construction photographs.

SUBMITTALS

A.
Before performing photography, submit three sample images of varying resolution to determine resolution quality and file size of work.

B.
Digital Media:  Submit digital media directly to the Architect within 5 days of taking photographs and post on Internet per Architect’s instructions.

PHOTOGRAPHIC IMAGES

A.
Images:  Professional quality black and white.

B.
Identification:  Name each photograph on the front in the bottom margin with project name and date the photograph was taken.  Include following information as practicable:

Name of the Project.

Name of the Architect.

3.
Name of the Contractor.

4.
Date the photograph was taken.

5.
Provide notation of vantage point marked for location and direction of shot, on a CAD file key plan of the site and building.

PRE-CONSTRUCTION PHOTOGRAPHS

Before starting construction, take photographs of the site and existing building from different points of view as selected by the Architect.

IF COSTS FOR PHOTOGRAPHS ARE INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT SUM, INDICATE THE NUMBER OF PHOTOGRAPHS REQUIRED IN THE PARAGRAPHS BELOW IF THE NUMBER CAN BE DETERMINED.

Take 20 photographs to show existing conditions.

3.2
PHOTOGRAPHIC REQUIREMENTS

THIS ARTICLE INCLUDES SEVERAL DIFFERENT CHOICES FOR REQUIREMENTS FOR CONSTRUCTION PHOTOGRAPHS. SELECT THE APPROPRIATE SET OR REPLACE ALL WITH ANOTHER METHOD WHERE GREATER SERVICE IS REQUIRED AND THE COST IS INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT SUM.

THE NEXT PARAGRAPH CONTAINS ONLY MINIMAL REQUIREMENTS, ADEQUATE FOR MOST PROJECTS. REVISE IF COLOR PHOTOGRAPHS ARE REQUIRED.

A.
Take 5 Project photographs at monthly intervals, coinciding with the cutoff date associated with each application for payment.  The photographer shall select the vantage points for each shot each month to best show the status of construction and progress since the last photographs were taken.

B.
Additional Photographs:  From time to time the Architect may issue requests for additional photographs, in addition to periodic photographs specified.  Additional photographs will be paid for by Change Order, and are not included in the Contract Sum or an Allowance.

1.
The Architect will give the photographer 3 days notice, where feasible.

2.
In emergency situations, the photographer shall take additional photographs within 24 hours of the Architect's request.

3.
Circumstances that could require additional photographs include, but are not limited to:

Substantial Completion of a major phase or component of Work.

Immediate follow-up when on-site events result in construction damage or losses.

e.
Photographs to be taken at fabrication locations away from project site; these are not subject to unit prices or unit- cost allowances.

f.
Extra record photographs at time of final acceptance.
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
